Public Open Forum

No members of the public present.

22/011 To receive apologies and record absences
Apologies were received and accepted from Clir Simkin, Clir Mills, Clir Homes CSO S Ridgewell and
SBC Clirs M Smith and P Farrington.

(There are two councillor vacancies).

22/012 To receive any Declarations of Interest
Cllr Emsley declared an interest in Grosvenor Centre discussions as a relative of his works at
Rosebuds Nursery. Cllr Alker declared an interest in discussions about the website.

22/013 To receive and confirm the minutes of the last regular meeting of the Council held on
10* January 2022
The minutes were approved as a true and accurate record.

22/014 To consider any matters arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on the agenda

Incomplete drainage work on Knightley Road was reported and concern was expressed how long the
work had taken. SCC Cllr Winnington responded that he had been informed the work was complete
but would look into this further. Clir Greatrex offered to attend a site meeting to discuss outstanding

work.

22/015 To receive the following reports:

a) The Clerk’s report

The Clerk’s report gave details of two resignations, Clir Lammin and Mike Deegan. One expression
of interest had been received for the parish councillor vacancy following the resignation of J Archer.
The applicant would be invited to attend the next parish council meeting. The second resignation
received from J Lammin had been reported to the Borough Council.
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Cllr Ingram had offered to replace J Archer on Open Spaces Committee and would be invited to the
next meeting.

A summary of the Committee meetings held in the past month was included in the Clerk’s report.

Cllrs were informed that Stafford Borough Council would be resuming Civic Amenity Services (funded
by the parish council). The cost of three visits had been included in the budget for 2022/23 to be
considered later in the meeting.

Golden Triangle Circular Walk

A meeting was held on 31 January with representatives from Forton and Norbury Parish Councils as
well as Newport Town Council, the Canal and River Trust and the Canal Tow Path Restoration Group.
The meeting was arranged to gauge interest in creating a circular 12 mile walk that crosses 3 parishes
and Newport. Newport Town Council Cllr was keen to explore this further and although there was
support and interest from other parishes, there are clearly some obstacles that need addressing
beforehand i.e., making sections of the walk safe and user friendly. Newport TC would formally write
to each of the parishes with a map to seek their comments.

Any reports from Parish Councillors on meetings/courses attended

Cllr Booth had issued a report following the most recent meetings of the Public Rights of Way Group.
More volunteers are needed to be Footpath Friends, articles have been written for parish magazines.

Thanks were recorded to Trevor Whincup who made an excellent presentation at on-line Government
Conference on Maintaining and Protecting Public Rights of Way 2022. Gnosall was the only parish
council to take part. There were speakers from Shropshire Council and from Telford & Wrekin Local
Access Forum. Staffordshire does not have a Local Access Forum, which is regrettable; Cllr Winnington
was asked about this and he suggested contact is made with the Rights of Way Officer at the County
Council, Paul Rochfort.

Reports from Borough and County Councillors
Cllr Farrington reported on three matters:

e Thatthe Civic Amenity Visits would resume and parish councils had been informed of costs and
new regulations.

e Thatthe Borough Council had waived street closure fees for Platinum Jubilee street parties
e That SBC Council tax would rise by 1.9%

County Cllr M Winnington informed Council that

¢ Repairs to a pothole on Ranton Road, long overdue, had been repaired.

e Staffordshire County Council’'s Council tax would rise by 1.99%

Cllr Winnington and ClIr Farrington left the meeting.



22/016 To consider committee issues:
Matters relating to the Planning Committee
Draft minutes of the meeting held on 13" January were received.

It was agreed that Council would apply for permanent siting of the library portacabin (Cllr Greatrex
abstained from voting). The Clerk and ClIr Greatrex would complete the necessary paperwork.

Matters relating to the Open Spaces Committee
Draft minutes of the meeting held on 17" January were received.

It was agreed the Clerk would make payment to KOMPAN for new play equipment as soon as S106
funds are received from Stafford Borough Council.

On behalf of the Open Spaces Committee, Clir Simkin thanked Mike Deegan for his contributions the
work of this committee.

Matters relating to the Grosvenor Centre Committee
Minutes of the meeting held on 11™ January were received.
Matters relating to the Resources Committee

Minutes of the meeting held on 31 January were received

Prior to discussion about the 2022/23 budget and precept, the Chair of Council thanked the Chair
and Vice Chair of Resources Committee, along with the Clerk, for their efforts in preparing a draft
budget and precept whilst taking into consideration a potentially difficult financial future for many
people.

Councillors had previously received details of the proposed budget and options for the precept. The
Chair of Resources Committee explained how a lot of work had been carried out reviewing the
requests submitted from other council committees, council projects, a reduction in council income
and comparison with previous years expenditure. He said to reach a balanced budget, a precept of
£103,522 would be required.

It was proposed to accept the budget as presented and accept the proposal for a precept totalling
£103,522 arise of just over 6%, equating to just over £3 per annum for a Band D property. This was
seconded and unanimously agreed.

To consider a recommendation to vire funds within the 2021/22 budget to meet necessary
expenditure prior to 31 March 2022

Council received a report from the Vice Chair of Resources on expenditure required prior to the end
of the current financial year. Underspent budget headings in the current year had been reviewed
and unspent funds earmarked for necessary maintenance.

Council was, therefore, asked to consider making virements to underspent budgets to meet
necessary and in some cases urgent repair costs. It was agreed the the Clerk could progress with
urgent maintenance jobs using funds identified from underspent budgets. It was further agreed that
the Clerk, along with Cllrs Ingram, Emsley, Payne and Greatrex, as well as the Chair of Council, could
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review quotations received for repairs to the Grosvenor Centre flat roof and appoint a contractor with
a view to having the work carried out as soon as possible.

It was noted that a meeting had been arranged to discuss ideas of how to spend the funds donated in
2021 on the Grosvenor Centre refurbishment.

Matters relating to the Events Working Group

Notes of the meeting held on 19" January to discuss the Platinum Jubilee, were received. It had been
agreed to purchase commemorative mugs for school and nursery children as well as a
commemorative aluminium notice board for the High Street.

There would also be an over 84's jubilee tea party. To assist parishioners who wish to organise street
parties, the parish council would provide information about road closures. A commemorative GMK
would be arranged after the jubilee.

Cllr Booth expressed her disappointment that the group had decided against purchasing trees to
create an avenue on the Acres.

It was also proposed that the Council sends a letter to Her Majesty the Queen in recognition of 70
year reign. This was agreed.

22/017 To receive a report on financial receipts for January and receive accounts for approval
for February 2022

The accounts were approved for payment. The Clerk to action.
22/018 To report any highway issues The Clerk was asked to report:

Overgrown low bridge sign near Moreton Park farm initially reported on 25" October.
No work at Wilbrigton bridge despite a barrier being in place for several weeks.

Road subsiding between Befcote and Moreton, a barrier had been in place for many months but no
work carried out.

Large pothole on the Moreton side of Gnosall turning. Initially reported on 31 December 2021 and
deemed no actin needed however hole is getting larger.

Road deterioration in Wiley Lane.

Gouge in road on roundabout at the bottom of the High Street.
